The letter writer asks, 'Whom do we thank for the morning airshow? The 56th Fighter Wing will make the call for you, and forw ard your thanks to the
widow and parents of Capt Fresques, and thank them for you, for it was in their honor that my pilots flew the most honorable for mation of their
lives.

Only 2 defining forces have ever offered to die for you....Jesus Christ and the American Soldier.

One died for your soul, the other for your freedom.
